In the Classroom

Prepare students for your visit with one or more of these activities.

o Look at a work of art together and ask students what might have
happened before and after. Have students write a poem, story, or song
about what's happening in the image.

o Find an object and consider what its 'life" was like. Make inferences about
how it was made, who and what it was made for, and what happened to
it over time. Ask students to think of an object they think would represent
their lives.

» Read a book together as a class and have students create illustrations of
what they think might have happened before or after the book takes
place.
